Install

Copy the fhhgb.carbide.paniclookup.1.0.0.jar to your Carbide.C++'s plugin directory
(e.g. C:\Program Files\Nokia\Carbide\plugins). Launch Carbide.C++ and go to
"Window, Show View, Other ..." choose "Panic Lookup" from the list and click OK.
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Furthermore you have to turn epocwind.out logging on to take advantage of the
automatic detection feature. From the emulator window choose Tools, Preferences,
C++ Debug, Enable EPOCWIND.OUT logging.



Usage

Automatic Panic Detection

Once you have activated epocwind.out logging (see above) the plugin automatically
detects panic occurances in the emulator. It will display the panic and its description
immediately after the panic occurred offering you a quick way to see what has gone
wrong.

If you are testing on a real device the plugin does not know when a panic occurred,
but you can manually input the panic type and number to get a description. Here is
what the plugin looks like and how it is structured.
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This panic is raised wi ve been nested and an attermpt is made to exit from a TRAP nest level before all the cleanup

items belonging to that | been popped off the cleanup stack.

There must be the same number of items on the cleanup stack on entering a TRAP hamess as there is on exiting. In other words,
anything that is pushed onto the cleanup stack inside a TRAP harmess must be popped off befare leaving the harness. v

1 Panic Input Field

You can start entering any panic and you will immediately get an auto complete
suggestion. The currently suggested/inputed panic will be marked in the panic list
and its description will be displayed. You can hit TAB to directly jump to the number
allowing you to change the panic number quickly. E.g.:

You want to lookup E32USER-CBase -71 panic? Just start typing E32... and E32USER-CBase -1
will be suggested. Now hit TAB and type the panic number 71. The description for E32USER-
CBASE -71 will be immediately shown below.

2 Panic List
You can scroll through all panics and select the one which description you are
looking for.

3 Panic Description

In this area the panic description is shown. You can be sure that you don’t miss
anything because it shows the same text that can be found in the Symbian OS System
Panic Reference documentation. It is even in the same style.
